10. RATIONALE FOR PROPOSED EFFLUENT LIMITATIONS AND MONITORING REQUIREMENTS

The City of Charles Town has been requested to provide sewage service for a number of new customers in the region.  To accommodate this request, the City has requested that the mass discharge limits of the existing NPDES permit remain the same.  This results in a more restrictive concentration limit for both BOD5 and ammonia nitrogen.

The Division has started to analyze the impacts of nutrients upon water quality and whether there is a need to establish nutrient water quality standards. Therefore, the Division shall impose effluent sampling for Total Nitrogen and Total Phosphorus in order to assist in this analysis.

13. ANTIDEGRADATION
The outlet identified in the Permit modification is an existing outlet.  There is a proposed increase in the volume of discharges from the existing outlet from 1.2 mgd to 1.75 mgd.  In the case of BOD5, the quantity of pollutants to be discharged from the existing outlet will remain the same as the concentration limits will be reduced.     In the case of ammonia nitrogen, both the quantity and concentration will be reduced as aquatic life limits will be imposed.  The receiving stream (Evitts Run) is designated for all water use categories as defined in 46 CSR 1, Section 6.   The permit writer believes that the terms and conditions proposed in this draft modification will maintain and protect said waters.

The request shall state the nature of the issues proposed to be raised in the hearing, and must be received within the comment period. Any person may submit oral or written statements and data concerning the draft permit modification, however, reasonable limits may be set upon the time allowed for oral statements, and the submission of statements in writing may be required.  A tape recording or written transcript of the hearing shall be made available to the public, upon request.

If information received during the public comment period appears to raise substantial new questions, the Director may reopen the public comment period.
